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Dear friends, partners and supporters:

This past year our United Way celebrated 55 years of proudly serving Greater New Bedford. And, though our
organization has been in existence for over five decades, we can never assume that everyone realizes what
we do or how they can help. That's why, this past year, we focused on repositioning ourselves as a true community
leader, rather than solely a fundraiser. We expanded our efforts to promote volunteerism and administer unique
programs that contribute a great deal to the community.

We also reenergized old relationships while forging new ones. Whether it was acknowledging longtime donors at our
first ever Leadership Breakfast or holding “Cocktails with a Cause,” an event for young professionals, we stepped out
of our comfort zone and strived to be more relevant. We embraced technology and social networking by communicating
through online newsletters and joining Facebook. We co-hosted a focus group for the incoming New Bedford School
Superintendent that brought non-profit and business professionals together to discuss local education.

Having previously relied mainly on funds raised through annual workplace campaigns — which most people
associate with United Way — we are now diversifying our funding sources, securing more grants, growing our
endowment and partnering with other funders and organizations to leverage resources and implement change.

We joined fellow United Ways from across the Commonwealth in co-funding Mass 2-1-1. This 24/7 information and
referral line provides free, confidential information for people seeking help, making it easier for them to navigate the
complex maze of human service agencies and programs.

We also collaborated with other United Ways and successfully secured a grant to provide foreclosure prevention
counseling to our community in this urgent time of need. This effort helped more individuals and families stay in their
homes and enjoy financial stability.

We established a formal Planned Giving Program, raising awareness about ways to support the community and United
Way through bequests, trusts, and other types of long term giving. We provided more exposure to the Navigator Society,
our Leadership Giving Program, by enhancing its prestige and offering special recognition for our most generous donors.

This year we welcomed longtime board member, Bob Manny, as our new Board Chair. He assumed his new leadership
position with enthusiasm and foresight, and immediately began working to help strengthen and grow our organization.
Under his guidance, we have reexamined the role of our Board of Directors and revisited our bylaws, ultimately
strengthening our infrastructure and preparing United Way of Greater New Bedford for a prosperous future.

United Way knows that creating real, lasting change in our community takes the combined efforts of all of us working
towards a common goal. Thousands of caring donors, many community partners and countless volunteers are all
needed to make our community a great place to live.

As needs grow and resources are increasingly spread thin, creating change is certainly not simple. This is why United

Childhood hunger is an issue our United Way feels strongly about.
Through our Hunger Commission program, we serve as a statewide
advocate on childhood nutrition, while also managing the Emergency [
Food and Shelter Program. We also partner with the National Association of Letter Carrlers and the US Postal
Service to coordinate the Letter Carriers’ Food Drive, the largest one-day food drive in the country. In 2007, 56,000
Ibs. of food were collected locally from this initiative.

Empowering People

It was a record breaking year for United Way’s Community Building Mini-Grants program with 45 local all-volunteer
groups — the most in the program’s 13-year history — receiving $43,960 in funding.

Mini-Grants empowers people to work together, to tap into their passions and talents to improve the quality of life
in our community. Whether it's a group keeping neighborhoods connected through an event, taking care of our
environment by organizing a cleanup, or creating outreach programs to advocate for issues such as Autism and
HIV/AIDS, Mini-Grants provides the grassroots community with the tools they need to make their ideas a reality.

It is the only local program that provides financial and technical support — as well as opportunities to learn new
skills, collaborate and leverage resources — to all-volunteer groups working to strengthen the community.

The Mini-Grants Program continues to provide many resources for current and past grantees. This past year, a
Community Builders Resource Library was created which allows groups to borrow larger, more costly items that
wouldn’t normally be funded through a mini-grant.
